Last winter season the Snowmass Village community showed an unprecedented outpouring of support for
disabled veterans by donating enough money to sponsor 25 newly disabled veterans at the 2011 National
Disabled Veterans Winter Sports Clinic in Snowmass Village.

We are writing this year to ask you to help match and surpass last year’s goal and bring a total of at least 100
of these disabled men and women to Snowmass March 25 - 30, 2012. Your compassion and support are
needed now more than ever.

These veterans are currently recuperating at Walter Reed Army Hospital in Washington, D.C. Their injuries
are severe and several are multiple amputees. The Winter Sports Clinic can show them there is so much they
can still do and enjoy in spite of their injuries.

Hosted by Snowmass Village since 2001, the Winter Sports Clinic is the largest annual disabled veterans
winter clinic in the world. It provides a chance for both young and old disabled veterans to experience skiing,
snowboarding, hockey, and a variety of other sports. For many, participation in the Clinic has been a life-
changing experience that has given them hope for a full life after such a serious physical injury. The Town of
Snowmass Village and its Snowmass Tourism Office enthusiastically embrace this event, which so positively
affects the lives of its participants.

All attendees must raise their own money for lodging and airfare, estimated at $1,600. The total cost to bring a
spouse or care-provider is $1,600. We ask you to please help sponsor one or more of these recently disabled
